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Paragraph 1
Professions of the future or occupations with a shortage of skilled labor, are jobs that are in demand in the labor market and where the forecast is that demand will last for a long time to come. The reason why there are so many jobs is that employers find it difficult to find competence with the right education. There is simply a lack of competence. 

Many of the jobs of the future are linked to important social functions. The fact that we have a shortage of certain professions therefore creates major problems in society: growth is at risk of slowing down and in many important areas of public services it is not able to deliver the promised service. A couple of such areas are health care and schooling. 
 
Paragraph 2
If you choose to get an education in one of the areas with a shortage of skilled labor and staff, you have a great chance of getting a job right after your education and you also contribute to a functioning Sweden.
 
So where are these areas? The Swedish Public Employment Service has specifically identified six areas in Blekinge that need more trained staff now and in the coming years. It is in the field of education, construction, health and social care, IT, technology and industry. 
 
Let us take a closer look at the respective areas.

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It's hard to imagine what kind of jobs it is when you talk about overall industry categories. Here you will see a selection of jobs under each area. But remember, this isn’t the whole picture. Several of these categories are very large and cover lots of different professions.  

Education
In the field of education, there is a great need for teachers at all levels, vocational studies teachers, primary school teachers and subject teachers in upper secondary school. You can also choose to work with children who need special support and then you are a special needs teacher, or work with children's free time as after school care teacher. There is also a shortage of teachers in Swedish for immigrants - SFI, and teachers for different types of adult education.

Construction
The construction industry is extensive and covers many different professions. Here are examples of some such as plumber, electrician, carpenter, machine operator, bricklayer and painter. In the construction sector, there are different niches in each area.

Healthcare
Health and social care is perhaps the area that most people know lacks labor and there is a wide range of professions. The list gives just a few examples. You become a licenced practical nurse if you attend the health and social care programme at upper secondary school or Komvux or Folkhögskolan, but there are a number of other professions that require tertiary education. This includes a nurse, doctor, occupational therapist, physiotherapist, midwife, psychologist and so on, but also in dentistry, trained staff are needed. In the field of healthcare, there are several specialist areas and you have the opportunity to specialise in what you find particularly interesting. 
 
Other facts
In Blekinge there are four out of ten jobs in the public sector. The main job is in the health and social care sector or the education sector. In the construction industry in Blekinge, one in five construction workers is currently working on building houses, according to statistics from the Swedish Public Employment Service.

Where is the shortage? And what type of jobs are 
those?
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IT
The IT sector is constantly changing thanks to technological development and digitalization and there is always a need for new trained people with an interest and aptitude for IT. Something to keep in mind in the IT industry is that there are many different professional titles in the same job. Two different companies may be looking for a candidate with the same type of education and background but call the jobs completely different things. It's important not to stare blindly at titles, but to find out what's being sought. 
 
Technology
The technical field is difficult to define because technical professions fall into almost all professions, not least in the construction, IT and industrial sectors. But even in healthcare and schools, technically trained staff are needed. Regardless of the area in question, there is a need for engineers. For example, it can be engineers in electrical engineering or in construction. There is also a need for tech-savvy people to carry out more practical tasks such as cooling and heat pump technicians. real estate technicians, alarm and security technicians and others. 
 
Industry
The industry in Blekinge has had good years and the forecast is that the industry will continue to grow, and thus there is a need for skilled labor. The industrial area is also extensive and covers many different professions and those listed here are just a few examples.

REMEMBER!
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In most jobs, what we call general competences is very important. They are about basic things such as being thorough, organized, being able to collaborate with others but also being able to work independently, want to deliver a good result, want to contribute to development and renewal and want to develop yourself and learn new things. These competences that are required in most professions, but which must be adapted to the context in which you find yourself. Depending on where you work, the skills take different forms..

Education

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But how are you going to know if any of the professions of the future are your dream job? Here it is probably a matter of thinking about my own qualities and abilities, what do I like and what am I good at and think about what these future jobs mean. 
  
We will look at each individual area and talk about what the jobs in general can mean. And here I would like you to reflect and make your own thoughts and suggestions. 

These jobs could involve:
In the field of education, you work primarily with children and young people, but also with adults. Here you create the opportunity for exploration, play and learning as a preschool teacher, you convey knowledge, arouse curiosity and inspire students as a primary teacher, subject teacher or high school teacher, or create a meaningful, inspiring and educational environment for the students after school as a After school care teacher. Or do you work with people who need to learn Swedish as SFI teachers or students who need special support in school as a Special needs teacher and remedial teacher.

There are a variety of professions in the field of education and training. Can you think of more?
 
Your qualities could be: 
Who are these jobs suitable for? If you have leadership skills, feel that you are good at explaining so that others understand, that is, that you are educational, if you are social, empathetic and see each individual person, like to solve problems and are good at organizing, then education can be something for you. A certain amount of stress resistance can be good too. 
 
Why do you think you need to have leadership skills and see the individual persons? 
Be able to lead a larger group of children/young people/adults and get them engaged and inspired, have an understanding of how others think and work and see each person's characteristics and be able to adapt the teaching to suit the students’ individual way of learning.

Construction

These jobs could involve:

reconstructions and renovations. 

• Shaping, creating, installing or treating objects and surfaces.

As we talked about earlier, there are many different types of professions in the construction industry. In general, it can be said that the jobs can mean that you work with installations, maintenance and repairs such as electricians, that you work with new construction, refurbishment and renovation such as carpenters or masons, or shape, create, assemble or treat objects and surfaces such as sheet metalworkers or painters.
 
Do you think of any other things you do in the construction industry?
 
Your qualities could be: 
The qualities that can be good to have are liking to solve problems, being careful and wanting to achieve a good result and being independent but also having easy to collaborate with others. In the construction industry, you can work both on your own but also in teams depending on your role and task.

What do you do in health and social care? Here, too, there is a wide range of professions and tasks, as well as many different types of workplaces. Not only do you work in health centres or hospitals, you can also work with the elderly or the disabled, for example.  
 
The jobs basically mean that you take care of and help people. You can prevent diseases and be responsible for ensuring that medical prescriptions are carried out if you are a nurse, as a doctor you examine patients and make diagnoses, you help people improve their life situation as a psychologist or counsellor, or maybe you are responsible for all documentation or to take care of the reception if you are a care administrator. 
 
What else can jobs in health and social care mean, do you think?

Your qualities could be: 
When you work with people in health and social care, it can be good to be communicative, that is, to be able to talk in a way that is easy to understand. It is important to be attentive and responsive to be able to identify the needs of those you meet, to be able to collaborate and be careful. A certain amount of stress resistance can be good even here.
 
Why do you think you have to be able to work together and be careful?
You work in teams in wards and clinics and must be able to collaborate with others. It is important that the work is properly done to prevent mistakes in medication and treatment.

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These jobs could involve:
Let’s move on to the IT-sector. Here you can be the spider in the web in your organization and have full control of the organization's IT structure as an IT architect, you develop data and IT systems through programming as a system developer, you manage the technical infrastructure of a company as an IT or network technician, or perhaps secures the long-term operation of an organization's IT system as a system administrator.

The great thing about both the technology sector as a whole and more specifically the IT sector is that these are incredibly broad areas. There is room for the outgoing person who loves to challenge themselves with different tasks every day, but there is also room for the specialist who wants to dig into the design of circuit boards, backend systems or whatever it may be. You can be employed by smaller or larger companies, do research or start your own business. The possibilities are many! In addition, these are professions where, for better or worse, you are never done. Technology is constantly advancing, so it is important to keep up and continuously develop your skills.

Primarily it is good to be interested in IT. It is also about being analytic, being organized, development- oriented, wanting to test new things and to be able to make decisions. 
 
Why do you think you need to be analytic and be able to make decisions?

As we discussed earlier, the technical field falls into several other categories and since the jobs differ, it is not quite easy to give an overall picture. On the whole, it can be said that in the engineering professions it is a matter of developing new technology or finding the best and most effective solution with the help of existing technology. You can also be an expert in special areas, such as cooling and heat pump technicians or alarm and security technicians. Then you solve problems for customers and work with service.
 
What else do you think a person working in technology do?

In the technology sector, it is good if you like solving problems, if you are analytical, organized and being thorough.

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The industrial sector is large in Blekinge. Of Blekinges 12 largest private employers, eight are in industry and this characterizes Blekinge's entire business life. It also means a wide range of job opportunities.

These jobs could involve:
What could a job in the industry mean? It can be about installing, maintaining and monitoring machines and processes in industries such as automation technicians or machine operators, it can also be about reducing risks of downtime through preventive efforts on maintenance mechanics, take care of computer-controlled machines that manufacture parts as CNC operators.

Paragraph 1: 
Choosing a profession can feel overwhelming and scary. How do you know what you want to do in 20, 10 or maybe just five years? Traditionally, it can be said that educations have led to jobs that you have had for the rest of your life. That's not the case anymore! According to statistics from SCB, we currently stay no more than five years on average at the same workplace. This is both because in some industries, such as those we have looked at today, there are a lot of jobs but little labor, but also because our view of jobs has changed. In the past, people may have strived to get a gold watch for long and faithful service. Today, you instead build your CV by changing jobs and in this way gain more experience and a higher salary.
�Paragraph 2: 
Your life situation also develops, and you may need to adapt your job to different stages in life. It can be about meeting a partner, moving, raising a family or anything else that affects life. This is how life works and it is perfectly okay to adapt your job situation to your life situation. Remember that if you have an education, it is easier to change jobs.� 
Paragraph 3: �In Sweden, we have fantastic opportunities to study thanks to our education system. Throughout your life, you have the opportunity to study both undergraduate and university or college educations or courses. Through our student financial aid system, you can be entitled to a study grant until you turn 56 years old and a loan until you are 47 years old. Not bad!�
Paragraph 4: �And not least: You can not fail! No matter what education you choose, you can benefit from your education in other professions and contexts. Many experiences and qualities are viable in several different industries. Education is always something good - you can not choose wrong.

REMEMBER!
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There is a jungle of courses and education if you start searching online and it can be difficult to orient yourself among all the sites and links. Here we have gathered the most important places you should look for. 
 
Upper secondary education for Youths
If you are in ninth grade and are applying for upper secondary education, the easiest way is to look at your municipality's website. There are both municipal and private high schools listed and what programs they offer. 

Upper secondary education for Adults
Adults who need a basic education should also look at the municipality's website  look for “vuxenutbildning” where the adult educations that the municipality offers are listed.
  
Post-secondary education
If you have a high scool diploma and want to get further education, look at studera.nu where all university-level education and courses are listed. The web site is run by universitets- och högskolerådet.
 
Nowadays, there are also many good higher vocational educations that meet the labormarket’s needs. Scools that are certified for higher vocational education offer education in areas where there are high demands of skills. These training programmes give very good opportunities to get a job afterwards. These programmes are usually a bit shorter and inludes vocational training in companies. Take a look at yrkeshogskolan.se, a web site run by Myndigheten för yrkeshögskolan. 

Some folk high schools (independent adult education college) also have shorter post-secondary educations. You can find them at folkhogskola.nu, a site run by the organization Swedish Folk High Schools.
 
Education offered remotely
Remember that there are good opportunities to study where you live so that you don’t have to move if the education is not available where you live. There are plenty of programmes and courses that are offered remotely. 
 
CSN
An important prerequisite for being able to study is to make a living. In Sweden, we have fantastic opportunities through government student support. Everything about how to apply for a student grant or student loan, what is required of you and much more, you will find on the central student support committee's site csn.se.





REMEMBER!

High school graduation
is a prerequisite for you 
to gain employment, no 
matter the type of job!
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Last but not least: keep in mind that no matter which profession you choose in life, you should have a high school diploma. Without a basic upper secondary education, it is very difficult to get a job. It's really important to remember!
 
And if the future feels scary, uncertain and confusing, test your way through! You can always change education and jobs if it doesn't feel right. Remember that everyone is new at the beginning and it takes different lengths of time for different people to find what fits best. Be brave and throw yourself out!
